Confirmatory factor analysis also confirmed
the 5-factor structure of the social motivation scale and showed that the model has a good fit in the
sample of Iranian disabled people.

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Introduction

Motivation is a factor that compels a living being to
engage in various activities and expend energy at
different levels. In practice, motivations are the
internal forces of an individual that explicitly compel
him to engage in a specific activity (Qeysari et al.,
2025). One of the types of learned motivation in
psychology is social motivation, which, as one of the
key dimensions of social psychology and mental
health, plays a pivotal role in the quality of life of
individuals. Social motivation refers to an individual's
ability and desire to communicate with others, engage
in effective social interactions, and participate in
group activities (Krol et al., 2021). Social motivation,
as one of the most important psychological factors,
plays an effective role in improving the quality of life
and strengthening social interactions of individuals,
especially those with disabilities (Behrooziyan et al.,
2023). People with disability often face many
challenges in social interaction and participation in
group activities due to physical, mental, and social
limitations. These challenges can include limitations
In movement, communication, access to educational
and social facilities, and negative attitudes from
others (Phillips et al., 2021). In general, these
problems can lead to a decrease in the sense of self-
worth, self-confidence, and social motivation in these
individuals. These issues not only have a great
psychological and social impact on them, but also
prevent them from properly utilizing their individual
capabilities and capacities (Bredgaard, 2018).

People with disability may be less motivated to
participate in social activities due to the various
barriers they face. Examining social motivation in
these individuals can lead to identifying their needs,
capabilities, and improving support and intervention
programs. This assessment can help professionals
develop appropriate programs to promote social
motivation and improve the quality of life of these
individuals (Jimenez et al., 2023).

In this study, 520 people with disability were present
in the city of Yazd. Of these, 226 (43.46%)
participants had physical-motor disability, 139
(26.73%) had mental disability, and 155 (29.81%)
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The results of studies related to psychometric
instruments on people with disabilities can lead to the
development of supportive policies and laws, increase
public awareness and change attitudes towards people
with disability, and promote international cooperation
in this field (Toyoshima & Yamada, 2023).
Therefore, given the importance and necessity of
examining the psychometric properties of the social
motivation scale in people with disability, conducting
detailed and comprehensive research in this field is of
particular importance. Such studies can help identify
the needs and capabilities of these individuals,
develop valid and reliable assessment tools, and
create supportive and inclusive environments for
people with disabilities.

Despite the importance of social motivation in people
with disability and the need to have a reliable tool to
measure it, a standard scale for assessing social
motivation in people with disability has not been
found in iran. Therefore, considering what was
reviewed, this study seeks to answer the question of
whether the social motivation scale in the community
of people with disability in Iran has appropriate
convergent and divergent construct validity?

Method

The method of this research was descriptive and
correlational. The statistical population of the study
included all individuals aged 18 to 40 with physical,
motor, psychological, and mental disabilities in Yazd
city, their number in 2024 was 1540. The sample size
of the study was 520 people using simple random
sampling method. Data collection tools included
scales of social motivation (Phillips et al., 2021),
Social  Responsibility  (Guff, 1987), Social
Competence (Felner, 1990), and Loneliness Feeling
(Dehshiri et al., 2008). Data analysis was performed
using Exploratory factor analysis, Confirmatory
factor analysis and Cronbach's alpha coefficient using
SPSS25 and AMOS24 software.

had intellectual disability. In terms of gender, 215
(41.35%) of the participants were female and 305
(58.65%) were male. The average age of the
participants in this study was 27.71 and its standard
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deviation was 6.95. The results showed that social
motivation has a positive and significant relationship
with responsibility and social competence (P<0.001)
and an inverse and significant relationship with
loneliness feeling (P<0.001). In examining the
reliability of the social motivation scale, Cronbach's
alpha for all subscales was above 0.77. The results of
exploratory factor analysis showed that the scale has
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convergent and divergent construct validity.
Confirmatory factor analysis also confirmed the 5-
factor structure of the social motivation scale and
showed that the model has a good fit in the sample of
Iranian disabled people. To examine the confirmatory
factor analysis of the social motivation questionnaire,
model fitting was used, and the model results are
shown in Figure 1.

Figure 1. Social Motivation Scale Model

The model in Figure 1 showed that the social
motivation scale has a five-factor structure and
consists of five factors. And this five-factor model of
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the scale has a good fit. The results of the fit indices
of the five-factor model of the social motivation scale
are presented in Table 1.

The results in Table 1 show that the five-factor model
of the social motivation scale had a good fit. The
results of this table also indicate that all the estimated
values of the model are significant and none of the
scale questions should be eliminated.

Conclusion

This study aimed to investigate the psychometric
properties of the social motivation scale in people
with disability in Yazd city. The initial data for factor
analysis in the present study indicated correlations
between variables. According to the results obtained
in this study, the social motivation scale has a five-
factor structure and consists of five factors including
social self-efficacy, emotional expression, social
dependence, arousal, and leadership, and the
questionnaire has a good fit.

The findings of this study are consistent with the
results of a study by Phillips et al. (2021), who
developed and validated a social motivation scale in
people with disabilities. To assess the validity of the
social motivation questionnaire, construct validity
was used using exploratory factor analysis. The
sampling adequacy index showed that the current
sample was suitable for factor analysis. Also, the
questionnaire data were sufficiently correlated to
allow for exploratory analysis. Therefore, the
questions were suitable for factor analysis. The data
also showed that five factors were extracted as
important factors that play the most role in explaining
the variance of the data. The results also showed that
the factor loading of each question was higher than
0.60. These findings are consistent with the results of
the study by Phillips et al. (2021), which confirmed
the validity of this questionnaire. Also, regarding the

reliability of the social motivation scale in people
with disability, the Cronbach's alpha value obtained
in this study was 0.88. Considering that Salehi et al.
(2023) believe that the appropriate Cronbach's alpha
value for confirming the reliability of measurement
tools is a Cronbach's alpha value above 0.70,
therefore, the reliability of the social motivation scale
was also confirmed in this study. Consistent with the
results of this study, the results of the study by
Phillips et al. (2021) showed that the Social
Motivation Questionnaire in People with Disabilities
has a reliability of 0.84.

Given the confirmation of the reliability and validity
of the Social Motivation Scale in samples with
disability in Iran, psychologists can use it to assess the
level of social motivation of people with disability.
This tool can be very helpful in developing and
improving support and intervention programs that
aim to improve the quality of life and increase social
participation of people with disability.

Compliance with ethical guidelines: This study is derived from
the first author’s doctoral dissertation in Psychology at Islamic
Azad University, Shahrekord Branch. Also, in order to comply
with the ethical considerations of the research, participants were
explained that participation in the research was voluntary and
that their information would be confidential, and written
informed consent was obtained from them.
